Achieving the proposed standard would require an initial deep clean to address 
ingrained dirt, historic staining, and areas beyond the scope of routine cleaning. 
 
Following completion of the initial deep clean, the development would return to a 
routine cleaning schedule, with cleaning maintained to the enhanced standard on an 
ongoing basis.
